before operating the unit.
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Safety Percautions

Always unplug the unit before cleaning or maintenance.

Do not open the control panel or unit cover without
quali�ed technical guidance.

Avoid operating the control panel or touching the power
plug or unit cover with wet hands.

Use a dedicated power outlet due to the unit’s high start-up
current. Only use extension cords rated 14 AWG or larger and
no longer than 100 feet.

Avoid using old or damaged extension cords or outlets.
Keep cords away from heat sources and ensure they are
positioned to prevent tripping or accidental disconnection,
which could cause injury or equipment damage.

Never remove the ground pin from the plug. Use only
properly grounded outlets. Do not modify the power cord
or control panel wiring for safety reasons.

This unit is not designed be used in environments with
the following:
1) Flammable gases (e.g., oil gas, fuel gas, pure oxygen,

hydrogen).
2)         Flammable liquids (e.g., gasoline, toluene).
3)         Dust or materials with a �ash point below 80°C (e.g.,
             magnesium, platinum, gunpowder).

Do not position the air inlet (cooling pad side) near
burning or smoking objects (e.g., matches, cigarettes,
charcoal). Damage from such exposure is not covered
by the warranty.

Read this manual thoroughly before operating your
KoolBreeze Evaporative Cooling Unit.

If the unit malfunctions, turn o� the power and inspect the
cord, plug, outlet, and extension cord (if used). If the issue
persists after con�rming these are in good condition,
contact your KWIKOOL KoolBreeze distributor for service.
Do not attempt repairs, as this may void the warranty.

Place the unit on a �at, level surface and engage the caster
brakes during operation. Operating on an uneven surface
may cause water leakage, potentially damaging �ooring
or nearby items.

When not using the unit for an extended period, drain the
water tank using the manual drain or auto-drain function.
Run the fan for 1–2 hours to dry the cooling pad, then
unplug the unit for storage.

To �ll the water tank manually, turn o� and unplug the unit,
then open the ice cube entrance to add water. Ensure all
cords are safely positioned to prevent electrical hazards.

When cleaning, avoid spraying water on the control panel
or motor to prevent damage.

KoolBreeze units are heavy, especially when �lled with
water. Exercise caution when moving to prevent
personal injury or damage from tipping or collisions.

Do not open the ice cube entrance while the fan is
running, as it provides access to moving fan blades,
which can cause serious injury or unit damage.

When cleaning, avoid spraying water on the control
panel or motor to prevent damage.

Do not modify, disassemble, or repair the unit without
authorization. Damage caused by unauthorized repairs
is not covered by the warranty. Contact KoolBreeze
for support.

Do not modify or replace the fan blades, as this may
cause damage or injury.

Do not move the unit by pulling the water �ll hose, as
this may cause damage not covered by the warranty.

AC 110V or 220V, 50/60 Hz power
source, as indicated by the voltage
label on the product.

Ensure the power voltage is
within ±10% of the speci�ed
voltage.

Operate the unit in temperatures
between 32°F and 113°F (0°C and
45°C). Avoid placing near heat
sources or open �ames.

If the water level is low, the pump
will stop automatically. Fill the tank
to the maximum level indicated on
the water storage scale, but do not
over�ll.

Do not stand, sit, or place objects
on the unit, as this may cause
damage, tipping, or injury.

Secure the ice cube entrance
latch after use.

Do not remove the fan guard or
other components, as this may
cause damage or injury.

To use fan-only mode or for
drying media, turn o� the pump
switch.

Use a dedicated power outlet or
cord. Avoid sharing with other
high-power devices to prevent
current overload or overheating
of cords.

For optimal cooling, clean the cooling pad and change the tank water weekly. Use the manual drain at the bottom and re�ll after cleaning to
extend pump life.

• Turn on the fan and adjust the speed for optimal cooling.

• Press to stop in emergencies.
• Wait 20 seconds before restarting.

• Activates pump when water level is su�cient.

• Adjusts fan speed (0–100; higher number = faster speed)
when fan power is on.

Dust and particles in the tank can reduce cooling e�ciency and cause odors. Change the water at least
weekly, or more often in dusty environments.

In areas with poor air quality, drain the tank after use via the manual drain and re�ll before the next use.
